Candidate George Bush said in a debate in 1999 that Jesus Christ was the political philosopher who influenced him the most.   It seems to me that there are at least two kinds of followers of Jesus.  One believes in turning the other cheek and loving one’s enemies.  The other seems willing to kill thousands of innocent civilians to advance a political agenda, which fits my description of a terrorist.  George Bush belongs to this latter group, and I believe to be fair the news media should use the term “fundamental Christian terrorist” with the same frequency used to describe Muslims who fight against their own enemies.
