Larry H. Miller’s cancellation of “Brokeback Mountain” reaffirms the sad fact that I live in a society where homophobia and bigotry are not only sanctioned but also rewarded. What is particularly noteworthy about this incident however is not the cancellation, but rather the decision not to cancel other movies in his theater complex that depict extreme violence and heterosexual sex (presumably non-marital and not for procreative purposes).  

 

Bill Clinton lied about sex and in the name of morality was impeached.  George Bush, Dick Cheney, et al. lied to get us into a war of choice, are responsible for killing thousands of innocent people, have shredded the Constitution in their “war on terror,” and no Republican (and very few Democrats) is demanding accountability.  

 

I see similarities here.  In both cases, hypocrisy has consequences (sometimes lethal) and must be identified and denounced wherever it occurs.
